INTRODUCTION

The Rashtriya Veda Vidya Pratishthan (RVVP) was established on 10" January,
1987, by the then Ministry of Human Resource Development, Department of
Higher Education, Government of India, as an autonomous organisation and was
registered under the Societies’ Registration Act, 1860, vide Reg No. S-17451/
1987. Establishment of RVVP was notified in the Gazette of India vide Resolution
No. F. 6-3/85-Skt.IV dated 30" March, 1987. Rashtriya Veda Vidya Pratishthan
was inaugurated in Delhi on 10"August, 1987, by the then Minister for Human
Resource Development. Eminent scholars, Vedapathis, renowned Vedic scholars
and thinkers from various states of India were present on this occasion. The
objectives of the establishment of the Rashtriya Veda Vidya Pratishthan are as
follows:

Preservation, Development and Promotion of the oral tradition of Vedic studies.

Study and teaching of the Vedas through Pathashalas, Mutts and Voluntary
Organizations.

Creation and promotion of research facilities so as to bring out the rich wealth of
knowledge contained in the Vedas to the public and to relate it to the contemporary
needs.

Collection of information and to create basic facilities and conducive conditions
for the collection of information and the consolidation of research-related materials
and to publish and disseminate it in various forms using various resources.

The objectives of the Pratishthan as given in the Memorandum of Association
(MoA) are appended at Annexure - L.

The office of the Pratishthan was shifted to Ujjain in May, 1993, and it was
renamed as "Maharshi Sandipani Rashtriya Veda Vidya Pratishthan" which was
notified in the Gazette of India (Part-1, Section-1) dated 24-12-1993.

AUTHORITIES OF PRATISHTHAN

General Body, Governing Council and Finance Committee are the Authorities of
the Pratishthan.

Its Establishment -The rules, regulations, various powers and functions for
carrying out the affairs of the Pratishthan are vested in its General Body and
Governing Council which are the authorities of the Pratishthan and whose
Chairman is the Hon'ble Union Minister for Education, Government of India.The
General Body is vested with the general power for reviewing and amending the
policies and programmes of the Pratishthan. The General Body consists of 31
members. The Governing Council is the principal executive body of the
Pratishthan and is responsible for the general superintendence, direction and
control of its affairs. It consists of 09 members.

The rules of the Pratishthan have provision for a Finance Committee to advise on
matters such as management and investment of assets, preparation of annual
budget estimates and statements of accounts and expenditure of the Pratishthan.
The Finance Committee is headed by the Vice-Chairman. The Finance Committee
consists of 7 members.

For consideration of academic projects and programmes, syllabus and course
curriculum and examination matters, the Pratishthan constitutes its various bodies
such as General Body, Governing Council,Finance Committee,Grants-in-Aid
Committee,Project Committee and Examination Committee etc.whose members
are eminent scholars of Veda and experts on the subjects.

The Government of India reconstituted the General Body and Governing Council
vide its order dated 6/4/2021 and Finance Committee vide its order dated 9/8/2021.
The compositions of the said Committees are given in Annexure II to VI.

OFFICERS OF THE PRATISHTHAN

Under the rules of the Pratishthan, the Hon’ble Minister of Education, Govt. of
India, is the ex-officio Chairman of the Pratishthan who presides over the meetings
of the General Body and Governing Council.

Under the rules there is also a provision of Vice Chairman to be nominated by the
Chairman. The Vice-chairman has to perform such duties and exercise such
functions and has such powers as the Chairman may specify generally or in any
individual case. The Hon’ble Chairman of the Pratishthan nominated Prof. Prafulla
Kumar Mishra, an eminent scholar of Sanskrit, as Vice Chairman who served the
Pratishthan until 30.09.2024. Thereafter, the Hon’ble Chairman nominated Prof.
Hridayranjan Sharma, another eminent scholar of Sanskrit, to the position of Vice
Chairman with effect from 01.10. 2024.

There is also a provision in the rules of the Pratishthan for the appointment of a
Secretary by the Government of India, who shall be a full-time salaried employee
of the Pratishthan. He will be the Chief Academic and Executive officer as well as
Head of administrative activities. The Secretary exercises general supervision and
control over the affairs of the Pratishthan and implements all decisions taken by the
authorities of the Pratishthan.

Professor Viroopaksha V. Jaddipal has been appointed as full time Secretary of the
Pratishthan by the Government of India w.e.f. 07.08.2017 and has been given a
second term for five years w.e.f. 07.08.2022.

A Detailed Project Report has been prepared on the projects of infrastructal
development aimed at second phase construction and taking into account the future
developmental needs.

CORPUS FUND OF PRATISHTHAN

At the time of establishment of the Pratishthan, Government of India had
envisaged that Corpus Fund of Rupees Ten Crores would be placed at its disposal
so that recurring income from its investment may be utilized for financing various
activities and programmes of the Pratishthan. A sum of Rupees Ten Crores was
provided by the Government in installments by the end of 1996-97 for this

purpose.

As per the decision taken in the Finance Committee meeting held on 18.10.2001,
the amount collected in the Corpus Fund was Rs. 20.51 crores.

As per the decision taken in the meeting of the Finance Committee held on
06.11.2024 and Governing Council of the Pratishthan held on 13.02.2025, a sum of
Rs. 5.71 crore was added to the Corpus Fund. As on Financial Year 2024-25, the
Corpus Fund of the Pratishthan stands at Rs. 37.57 crore.

APPROVAL FOR NEW PROGRAMMES

The Standing Finance Committee of the Government of India at its meeting held
on 24.11.1998 had considered the proposal of the Pratishthan for enhancement of
its Corpus Fund. After detailed discussion, the Committee was satisfied about the
need and justification for enhanced requirement of funds by the Pratishthan for
sustaining the on-going programmes and to introduce new academic programmes
which are required to fulfill the objectives of the Pratishthan.

The Standing Finance Committee (SFC) decided that the additional funding
requirement of the Pratishthan should be met through annual budgetary support
from the Government rather than through enhancement of the Corpus Fund. It was
also emphasized by SFC that the Pratishthan's activities and programmes would
not be allowed to suffer due to paucity of funds and the budgetary allocations
would be protected.In the year 2024-25, the Ministry allocated Rs 150.96 crores
Grant-in-aid to the Pratishthan for the schemes. A total Grant-in-aid of Rs 131.27
crore was received from the Ministry. Out of this, Rs. 0.22 crore under the North
Eastern States Grant head auto-lapsed and was returned to the Ministry.

From the Academic Year 2024-25, the Maharshi Sandipani Rashtriya Veda
Sanskrit Shiksha Board has decided to initiate process for the affiliation and
examination of various Pathshalas offering Sanskrit Prathama (Class-8%),
Sanskrit Purva-Madhyama (Class-10"), and Sanskrit Uttar Madhyama/
Prakashastri (Class-12") examinations. Consequently, the Ministry of
Education may be requested to issue an order for the Board's authority to
conduct and recognize these examinations, and to provide affiliation to
Pathshalas conducting these courses. To facilitate this, a sub-committee will
be formed to discuss and recommend the operating procedure of affiliation of
those Sanskrit Pathshalas to MSRVSSB which are now in Central Sanskrit
Universities and across various states.

Upon receiving re-evaluation application for re-evaluation of answer scripts
of modern subjects’ written examination conducted by the MSRVVP and the
MSRVSS Board, as per rules a fee of Rs. 300/- per answer script is to be
charged for re-evaluation and re-evaluation is made to be done by expert.

Maharshi Sandipani Rashtriya Veda Sanskrit Shiksha Board has approved to
maintain year-wise records of academic activities and academic credit for
each student via a virtual storehouse. To enable this, Pathshalas and GSP
Units affiliated with the MSRVSS Board have been directed to implement
necessary arrangements from the next academic session. This will facilitate
the linking of student records to the Academic Bank of Credit, thereby
providing convenience to students upon their registration in the Academic
Bank of Credit Scheme.

Third meeting of MSRVSS Board (held on 10.02.2025)
The important decision taken in the third meeting of MSRVSS Board are as follows :

The (ex-officio) Secretary of the Board briefed the Hon'ble Chairman and
members on the subject of affiliating Sanskrit Pathshalas operating across
India to the MSRVSS Board, Ujjain. Subsequently, the Board directed that

10
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nationwide Sanskrit Vidyalayas/Pathshalas which are not affiliated or
recognized by any State or Central Government Board, may be recognized by
the MSRVSS Board. However, prior to this recognition, a letter must be
submitted to the Ministry of Education, Government of India, to secure
approval for the Board to conduct their Sanskrit examinations, establish
equivalence, and grant recognition. Furthermore, the Board explicitly stated
that grants of any kind will NOT be given to these Sanskrit Pathshalas. It
was clarified that the Maharshi Sandipani Rashtriya Veda Sanskrit Shiksha
Board, Ujjain, only conducts examinations, and allocation of grants falls
outside its purview. The Board's Sanskrit examinations are: Prathama/8™
Class, Madhyama/10" Class, and Uttar Madhyama/Prak Shastri/12%" Class.
Additionally, the corresponding modern class equivalents must also be
indicated in the Marks card. An order is to be obtained from the Ministry of
Education, Government of India, regarding these examinations and their
equivalence.

CONSTITUTION OF THE BOARD

The members of the Administrative Board of the Maharshi Sandipani Rashtriya
Veda Sanskrit Shiksha Board (MSRVSSB) has been nominated by the Ministry of
Education, Government of India vide Letter No. 3-1/2023-Skt-I dated 12.07.2023
under section 4 of the Bye-laws of Maharshi Sandipani Rashtriya Veda Sanskrit
Shiksha Board (MSRVSSB).The list of the members concerned is appended at
Annexure VI.

The 41* Governing Council meeting of the Pratishthan was held on 15 May, 2019
under the chairmanship of the Hon'ble Minister of Education, Government of India
and the Hon’ble Chairman of the Pratishthan. In this meeting, approval was
granted for the creation of 37 posts for the Maharshi Sandipani Rashtriya Veda
Sanskrit Shiksha Board. Until the posts are created, the officers posted in the
Pratishthan shall discharge the additional responsibilities.

Following the formation of the Maharshi Sandipani Rashtriya Veda Sanskrit
Shiksha Board, the decisions of the first meeting of the board were implemented on
28 November, 2023. Thus far, three meetings of the Board have been convened.
The most recent meeting of the Board was held on 10 February 2025.

Establishment of Maharshi Sandipani Rashtriya Veda Sanskrit
Shiksha Board and recognition by the Govt. of India as equivalent
of 10""& 12'"std School Board.

Department of School Education & Literacy, Ministry of Education, Govt. of
India, Vide Notification F. No. 11-3/2016-Sch 3 dated 15" November, 2021
published in the Gazette of India Part I Section 1, empowered the Association of
Indian Universities (AIU) to grant equivalence to certificates awarded by various
Boards and Universities as equivalent to10"& 12* Std Board level examination.

The Department of Higher Education has made effective consultation with the
Department of School Education & Literacy, NCERT, CBSE on the Bye-laws of
the MSRVSSBoard, affiliation regulation, examination regulation, course
curriculum, and have obtained concurrence of all the above departments for
formation of MSRVSS Board.

The course curriculum and syllabus of MSRVSS Board has been examined and
vetted by the NCERT.The affiliation bye-laws and the examination bye-laws have
been vetted by the CBSE.

Generally, directives have been given to teach modern subjects by making the
textbooks of the Board/Pratishthan/NCERT as the basis. Keeping in view the needs
of the Veda students, textbooks, study material and model question papers have
been made available on the website of the Board/Pratishthan.

Recognition by the AIU

The Association of Indian Universities, vide its letter No. AIU/EV/ IN1)2022/
MSRVSSB dated 3 August, 2022 has granted equivalence to Examinations/
Qualifications/Courses of MSRVSSB with 10"& 12%"Board/Secondary and Sr.
Secondary level Examination/Qualification/Course of Central/State School Boards
of India for admission in higher education institutions/courses and also for
employment purposes under Central and State Government.

Recognition by AICTE

All India Council for Technical Education, vide its circular No. AICTE/P&AP/
Misc /2022 dated 13-09-2022, has given recognition for setting up of MSRVSSB
and granted equivalence of Grade 10%& 12"Board Examination/Qualification/
Courses conducted by MSRVSSB, Ujjain,with Examination/Qualification conducted
by other Central/School Boards of India for the purpose of admission in higher
education institutions and also for employment in Central/State Government.

Board Marksheet for Veda Bhushan Fifth Year (Class 10") and Veda Vibhushan
Second Year (Class 12™) have been issued to students since 2022-23 onwards.

ON-GOING PROGRAMMES AND ACTIVITIES

Since its inception the Pratishthan has been carrying out activities for achievement
of the objectives enunciated in its Memorandum of Association (MoA). During the
year under report the following programmes and activities were carried out:-

FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE TO VEDIC INSTITUTIONS

The objectives of the Pratishthan are to establish, take over, manage or supervise
Vedic Pathashalas, Vedic Research Centres throughout the country and to
maintainand run them effectively for the fulfillment of the objectives of the
Pratishthan.Under this provision, financial assistance is provided to various Veda
Pathshalas/Veda Vidyalayas in the country under the scheme on year to year basis
after receiving applications every year.This is not a perpetual or permanent grant; it

is an honorarium based arrangement for immediate assistance to the Veda
Pathshalas.This scheme is implemented as per the Veda Pathshala Rules.

The Ministry of Education, Government of India, had transferred the scheme of
financial assistance to Veda Pathashalas/Vidyalayas for promotions of Vedic
education to the Pratishthan along with budgetary support vide its letter No. 8-
3/1994 Skt.I dated 19-10-1994. Under this scheme, honorarium to the teachers and
stipend to students in Organisations/Institutions/Pathshalas/Vidyalayas are being
provided by the Pratishthan from the Grants-in-Aid received from the Govt. of
India under the scheme. From April, 2018 onwards, a Veda Teacher is given
honorarium of Rs. 22,000/- per month. A teacher having teaching experience of
more than 5 years and more than 10 years after successful completion of Refresher
Course is given honorarium @ Rs. 30,000/- per month and @ Rs. 34,000/- per
month respectively. After 31-3-2022, a Veda teacher in Veda Pathashala Scheme
with 5 years teaching experience and one successful participation in refresher
course training will get the 1% enhancement of honorarium and with 10 years
teaching experience and successful participation in two refresher course trainings
will get the 2™ enhancement in honorarium.Currently,the honorarium rates for
teachers are as follows:

In Morden subjects category, from 2017 onwards joint teachers are given in
following subjects : 1. Sanskrit + Social Science + Yoga 2. English + Maths +
Science. A 15-day refresher course quality development programme is being
organized under the guidelines of NEP for quality development of teachers of
Vedas and all other subjects.

A Veda student was paid stipend @ Rs. 4000/- p.m., out of which Rs. 3000/- p.m.
was towards his maintenance which is paid to the Pathashala Management and Rs.

1000/- is towards his stipend which is deposited in the Joint Bank Account of the
student with his parent/guardianas self-expense amount.From April 2023, a Veda
student is given a stipend amount of Rs 5000/- per month, out of which Rs 1500/-
per month towards his stipend which is deposited in the Joint Bank Account of the
student with his parent/guardian as self-expense amount and remaining Rs 3500/-
is towards his maintenance which is paid to the Pathshalas/Units for the
maintenance of the student. The Management of the Pathashalas is expected to
arrange for nutritious standard meals (breakfast, lunch, dinner) as well as
Angavastra, Dhoti and woolens etc. for students, if required, by supplementing
necessary funds from their own resources for the purpose. It is also expected from
the Management of Pathashalas to keep proper books of accounts of actual
expenditure under the subhead “Maintenance of students” both in respect of grant-
in-aid provided by the Pratishthan as well as funds utilized by them from their own
resources and produce utilization certificate duly audited by the Auditors.

For the year under report 2024-25, the Ministry of Education, Government of India
released Rs. 131.27 crores as Grant-in-Aid for the year 2024-25 for expenditure on
ongoing projects related to honorarium of swadhyayi teachers and stipend for
students in the Veda Pathashalas and GSP Units under the scheme for Preservation
of Oral Tradition of Vedic Saswara Recitation (Guru Shishya Parampara) as well
as for other projects, salaries etc.

As per the existing practice, the Pratishthan invited applications from Vedic
Pathashalas/Vidyalayas, along with all relevant details regarding teachers and
students. Only after scrutiny and satisfactory fulfillment of various conditions and
other requirements, financial assistance was provided to various Pathashalas.

During the year 2024-2025, Rs. 46,46,19,404/- was released as honorarium to 645
(432+94+119) teachers and stipend to 3884 students in 121 Veda Pathashalas/
Vidyalayas in Non-NER States.

During the year 2024-2025, Rs. 3,13,09,788/- was paid as honorarium to 47 (25 +
06 + 16) teachers and stipend to 232 students in 07 Veda Pathashalas / Vidyalayas
located in the North-Eastern States.

A statement of financial assistance provided to Veda Pathashalas / Vidyalayas
during 2024-2025, showing quantum of assistance and the purpose for which it
was granted, has been furnished at Annexure VIII-A & VIII-B.

During the year 2024-2025, the Veda Gurus who completed five years and ten
years of Veda teaching in Veda Pathshalas/Vidyalayas, were given enhancement in
honorarium as per rules.

SCHEME FOR PRESERVATION OF ORAL TRADITION OF
VEDIC SASWARA RECITATION

This scheme has been under operation since the V! five year plan and was
transferred by the then Ministry of Human Resource Development to the

Pratishthan for implementation since 01.04.1994 vide Ministry’s letter No. F. 8-
3/94-Skt.I dated 19-10-1994. The objectives of this scheme are to provide special
incentive for preservation of the oral tradition of Vedic recitation. Under this
scheme, a Swadhyayi teacher is required to teach students at his residence or at any
suitable place in his locality. For this purpose the selected Swadhyayi teacher is
required to possess proficiency at least in one Shakha of the Vedas and in other
subjects as per the syllabus. He is expected to provide special coaching to the
students under him to enable the students to acquire proficiency in reciting the
complete Samhita with Swara of the particular Shakha in which he is proficient.
The duration of the course of Veda study for each student is seven years. After
successful completion of study of seven years, certificate of Veda Vibhushan (12%)
is awarded to the Veda student. The scheme is operated as per the rules of Guru-
Shishya Parampara (GSP) scheme.

A Veda student is given a stipend amount of Rs 5000/- per month, out of which Rs
1500/- per month towards his stipend which is deposited in the Joint Bank Account
of the student with his parent/guardian as self-expense amount and remaining Rs
3500/- is towards his maintenance which is paid to the GSP Units for the
maintenance of the student.

During the year under report (2024-25), financial assistance to the tune of Rs.
21,30,17,704 /- was provided to 282 GSP Units in which 275 teachers and 2332
Veda students were benefited in Non NER states under the Vedic Saswar Yojana.
The details of the same has been furnished at Annexure I[X-A.

During the year under report (2024-25), financial assistance to the tune of Rs.
1,95,80,167/- was provided to 23 GSP Units in which 23 teachers and 208 Veda
students were benefited in North-Eastern States under the Vedic Saswar Yojana.

EXAMINATION OF STUDENTS OF VEDA PATHASHALA/GSP
UNIT SCHEME

Maharshi Sandipani Rashtriya Veda Sanskrit Shiksha Board, Ujjain, run by
Maharshi Sandipani Rashtriya Vedavidya Pratishthan, conducted the examinations
of the students of Veda Bhushan and Veda Vibhushan for the session 2024-25.
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Oral and Written examinations for Vedas and Modern Subjects were conducted for
the students studying in affiliated Veda Pathshalas and Guru-Shishya Parampara
Scheme Units and for students of external examination system across 84
examination centers (list is attached below) of the country. About 6688 financially
aided and 2568+57 (2625) unaided students participated. Similarly, 1261
financially aided students and 99+17 (116) students under the external
examination system participated in the Veda Bhushan Fifth Year and Veda
Vibhushan Second Year (7" year) examinations . For the session 2024-25, oral
examination of Veda and written examination of modern subjects for the Veda
Bhushan students of 1* year to 5 year and Veda Vibhushan students of 1*' and 2"
year was conducted at the designated centres by the Pratishthan under the
supervision of Centre Supervisors, Vedic Scholars and Observers nominated by the
Pratishthan. The examination was conducted under the supervision/guidance of
scholars of reputed Educational Institutions like Central Sanskrit University
(Rashtriya Sanskrit Sansthan), New Delhi and its campus and affiliated Colleges,
Jagadguru Ramanandacharya Rajasthan Sanskrit Vishwavidyalaya, Jaipur,
Guwahati Vishwavidyalaya (Guwahati), Vedic Sansodhan Mandal (Pune),
Lucknow University (Lucknow), Sri Lal Bahadur Shastri National Sanskrit
University (Sri Lal Bahadur Shastri Rashtriya Sanskrit Vidyapeeth, (New Delhi),
Gurukul Kangdi Vishwavidyalaya (Haridwar), Allhabad University (Allahabad),

VEDIC CONFERENCE

Vedic conferences have an important place in the programmes of the Pratishthan
and these are the main means of maintaining the sasvara oral tradition of Vedas
throughout the country, propagating Vedas at various places, awakening the
society towards the knowledge contained in the Vedas and looking into the
problems of Vedic studies in various states. All India and Regional Vedic
conferences are organized every year. These conferences are organized for three
days with inaugural and valedictory ceremonies. These conferences are organized
with the cooperation of excellent Vedic Institutions, Universities, Vidyapeeths etc.
as organizers. In those places, where such Institutions are not available, organizing
committees of eminent scholars and dignitaries are formed to organize the
conference.

In the year under review (2024-25), Pratishthan gave approval to organize 01 All
India Vedic Conference and 07 Regional Vedic Conferences out of the proposals
received from various institutions for this project. Out of which 1 All India Vedic
Conference and 07 Regional Vedic Conferences were successfully organized, the
details of which are as under:-

Three-day All India Vedic Conference organized at Vedasthali Research
Institute (Veda Pathshala) Shri Maheshwaranand Sangveda Sanskrit
Vidyalaya, Kankhal, Haridwar

All India Vedic Conference was organized in Kankhal, Haridwar from 15" to 17
November 2024 under the joint auspices of Vedasthali Research Institute (Veda

SEMINARS

In order to encourage research activities in Vedic Studies, organizing seminars is
one of the thrust areas of the Pratishthan. These seminars are funded by the
Pratishthan under various heads, in which the entire travel allowance, honorarium
and food expenses of the visiting Vedic scholars are borne by the Pratishthan.

During the year under report (2024-2025), out of all the proposals received from
various institutions, 07 proposals for All India Vedic Seminars were approved. Out
of which 07 All India Vedic Seminar were successfully organized. The details of
which are as under:

All India Vedic Seminar organized at the Department of Sanskrit and Prakrit
Language, Lucknow University, Lucknow (Uttar Pradesh)

An All-India Vedic Seminar on the topic “Contemporary Relevance of Vedic
Samskaras” was organized in Lucknow (Uttar Pradesh) from 15% to 17" October,
2024, under the joint auspices of the Department of Sanskrit and Prakrit
Languages, University of Lucknow, and the Pratishthan. A total of 12 sessions,
including the inaugural and valedictory sessions, were conducted successfully. The
inaugural session began on 15" October at 10:30 A.M. The keynote address was
delivered by President Awardee Prof. Om Prakash Pandey, former Head of the
Department of Sanskrit and Prakrit Languages, University of Lucknow, and former
Secretary of the Maharshi Sandipani Rashtriya Vedavidya Pratishthan, Ujjain — a
distinguished scholar widely recognized for his contributions to Vedic studies. The
Chief Guest was Prof. Ramsevak Dubey, Vice-Chancellor of Jagadguru
Ramanandacharya Rajasthan Sanskrit University.

Vashishtha Tripathi, former Vice-Chancellor of Sampurnanand Sanskrit
University, said that since the Vedas are the words of God, they hold ultimate
authority. The Vedas are oceans of knowledge, while Nyaya Shastra is the ocean of
reasoning. He explained that over a period of time, truth and strength tend to
decline, and in such circumstances, a Praman Shashtra like Nyaya Shastra becomes
essential for the preservation of the Vedas. The definition ‘Pramanair
Arthapariksanam Nyayah” establishes the timeless significance of Nyaya Shastra.
Even though the Vedas are divinely revealed, no alteration can be made in their
sequence; therefore, they remain an immutable collection of sacred words.

Chief Guest Prof. Rajaram Shukla, former Vice-Chancellor of Sampurnanand
Sanskrit University and Dean of the Faculty of Sanskrit Studies (B.H.U), stated
that although India has had different names throughout various periods of history,
Indian culture - which is rooted in the Vedas - has remained intact because of the
understanding of the Vedas. In the field of Nyaya Shastra , the principles of the
Vedas have maintained their distinct identity through the boundaries or restraints
established for their protection.

He further mentioned that in 1987, deliberations were held under the Ministry of
Human Resource Development, Government of India, for the establishment of an
organization dedicated to understanding and disseminating Vedic knowledge
throughout the country. As a result, the Maharshi Sandipani Rashtriya Vedavidya
Pratishthan was established, which today is actively supporting the functioning of
Veda Vidyalayas and other related Institutions across India. In this inaugural
session, distinguished guest Prof. V. Ramakrishna Bhat, former Dean of
Shankaracharya Sanskrit University, Kaladi (Kerala), said that it was from the
work done by the oral tradition in the Vedangas to protect the Vedas that marked
the beginning of India's journey of development . He further stated that the efforts
made by the Jnana Pravah Sanstha in conducting the Shrautishti anushthan and
bringing the practical aspect of Vedic rituals before everyone is highly
commendable.

The Nyaya Darshan regards the Vedas as Paurushaya because they
are viewed as the creation of God in human form. Since the Vedas are considered
the words of God, they possess supreme authority. Even though the Vedas are
regarded as non-eternal, the Naiyayikas (followers of the Nyaya Darshan) have
complete faith in them. They have made logical and dedicated efforts to uphold the
Vedic principles, strengthen them, and establish their universal recognition for the
welfare of humanity.

PUBLICATION

Publication is an important programme of the Pratisthan to fulfill its objectives.
The out of print and rare texts relating to Vedic literature are published and
reprinted under this programme. Printing of critical editions and translation into
various languages of certain texts, monographs on important topics and report of
research work done by fellows of the Pratishthan are also undertaken. In addition,
the research papers presented at the seminars, workshops are also taken up for
publication.

PUBLICATION OF RESEARCH JOURNAL

In order to promote new research activities Pratisthan publishes an International
Research Journal "Veda Vidya" in which good selected essays related to Veda are
published in Hindi, English and Sanskrit languages so that its advantage may be
availed of by the Vedic scholars as well as by general public. This research journal
contains ISSN No. 2230-8962 and is a recognized refereed research journal. The
research papers published in Veda Vidya are recognized by the Universities in
connection with various academic matters. Veda Vidya Issues from 1 to 28 have
been published in book form and from Issue no. 29 to 40 have been published
online.

The details of texts published so far and financial assistance provided for
publication are furnished in the Annexure -X.
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LIBRARY

The Pratishthan has its own well maintained library at its main campus in Ujjain.
At present it has got about 10,500 books on its shelves on Vedic literature and
related subjects. The collection is in the process of being fully computerized.
Books needed for Rashtriya Adarsh Veda Vidyalaya being run by the Pratishthan
and for research purposes are available in the library.

SCHEME FOR PREPARATION OF VEDIC DIRECTORY

In order to preserve and conserve the oral tradition of Vedic recitation, a directory
of Vedic scholars of different branches is being prepared. In fact this Vedic
Directory has been demanded by Vedic Scholars since long and is now under
implementation.

FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE TO AGED VEDAPATHIS

Every Vedapathi who is above 65 years of age and is devoted to Veda
learning/teaching in any one of the Veda shakhas with distinction is provided with
financial assistance of Rs. 5000/- per month.

Pratishthan provides financial assistance to Aged/Divyang Vedapathis who are
above 65 years of age.

During the year under report (2024-25), 17 Aged and Divyang Vedpathis were
provided financial assistance of Rs 8,80,000/- at the rate of Rs. 5000/- each per
month.

During the year under report (2024-25) grant of Rs. 5.50 lakhs has been provided
to Vedpata Nidhi Trust, Chennai, as Pratishthan's contribution under the scheme of
assisting the aged Vedic Pandits.

FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE TO NITYAGNIHOTRIS

The Pratishthan has a scheme to provide financial assistance of Rs. 5000/- per
month to each of those Nityagnihotris who along with their wives perform and
follow traditional Vedic recitations with Agnihotra Anushthan as per procedure
and cow worship at their homes regularly. The objective of providing financial
assistance is to supplement the expenses being incurred on performing Agnihotra
Anushthan regularly by the Agnihotris. Priority is given to those who are very aged
and perform Agnihotra on a regular basis.

During the year 2024-2025 financial assistance of Rs. 27,75,000/- was paid by the
Pratishthan to 47 Nityagnihotris.

TAPE RECORDING OF VEDIC RECITATION

Under the joint auspices of Maharshi Sandipani Rashtriya Vedavidya Pratishthan
and Savitribhai Phule Pune University, recording of recitation of Veda Sakhas was
done for preservation of Veda Sakhas and 40 DVDs were prepared. Details are as
follows:-

Veda Sakha Darsan -21 DVDs have been prepared in this project. Through this, it
will be possible to practice the different styles of chanting themantrasof same
Shakhas, to study the process of showing different movements for chanting. Texts
read in the Mila Sambhita, Vikritipath and traditional intonation will get reflected in
these audios.

Veda Purusa Darsan -Altogether 19 DVDs have been prepared in this project. In
this, the scholars of different Shakhas have been interviewed. In these interviews,
information has been compiled regarding the characteristics of various branches,
personal lives, ways to preservation of Veda Sakhas etc.Due to non-availability of
expert Vedic scholars in some branches, recording in these branches is pending.

Recorded Spool tapes of Vedic Scholars are available in the Pratishthan, the details
of which are given in Annexure XI.

VEDA EDUCATION FROM HOME

The Pratishthan has a correspondence course "Ghar Baithe Vedon Ki Shiksha".
Those who pass the examination are awarded "Ved Nipun" certificate under this
scheme. Syllabus has been formulated as an out-reach programme for the public
for basic awareness in four Vedas, Vedang, Brahmin Granth, Aranyak, Upnishad,
importance and form of Indian culture, Indian Philosophy. To make the syllabus
interesting, Vedic stories have been included and given at appropriate places. So far
1291 persons have taken part in this correspondence course conducted by Prathishthan.

REFRESHER COURSE TRAINING PROGRAMME FOR
QUALITY IMPROVEMENT OF VEDA TEACHERS

RASHTRIYA ADARSH VEDA VIDYALAYA, UJJAIN (MAIN
CAMPUS)

For preservation and promotion of the Vedas, a well-equipped Rashtriya Adarsh
Veda Vidyalaya has been started in the campus of the Pratishthan with high ideals
ofimparting traditional Vedic education along with its inherent scientific
knowledge in a proper manner.

The establishment of Adarsh Veda Vidyalaya was conceptualised in the year 1998.
In the Governing Council meeting held on 25 October 1998, it was decided to
establish five Adarsh Veda Vidyalayas of the Pratishthan's own during the Ninth
Five Year Plan.

The Pratishthan has been striving for the establishment of the Adarsh Veda
Vidyalayas for the last 20 years.

The policy guidelines prepared by the Pratishthan were approved in the Governing
Council meeting held on 14 December, 2017 and 24 May, 2018, according to
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which the RashtriyaAdarsh Veda Vidyalayaswill be run purely on contractual
model. Accordingly, Rashtriya Adarsh Veda Vidyalaya, in Pratishthan campus was
inaugurated on 27" September, 2018 by the then Chairman of the Pratishthan,
Hon’ble HRD Minister Shri Prakash Javadekar Ji.

Starting from the year 2018-19, the students who passed Veda Bhushan (fifth year)
were given admission in Rashtriya Adarsh Veda Vidyalaya in the first year of Veda
Vibhushan on the basis of merit. No fee is charged for admission to Rashtriya
Adarsh Veda Vidyalaya. It is a residential Vidyalaya. Hostel (Aruni Bhawan)
arrangement for the students is available.All expenses incurred on the students are
borne by the Pratishthan from grants released by the Government of India.

Life in Rashtriya Adarsh Veda Vidyalaya is highly disciplined and is based on
Vedic culture and tradition. Students dress in traditional attire of dhoti, shawl
etc.which are provided by the Pratishthan. Apart from Vedas, students are also
taught subjects like Sanskrit, English, Mathematics, Science, Social Science,
Computer, Yoga, Music etc. In Rashtriya Adarsh Veda Vidyalaya, recitation of 9
available Shakhas in the oral tradition of Vedas is being taught. In the session
2024-25, admission of students in various branches of Vedas is as under:-

headquarters in Ujjain due to non-availability of school buildings, suitable
premises, or rented accommodation at the respective locations of other RAVVs.

It is a huge task for the entire state of Odisha and this day deserves to be
written in golden letters. The people of Puri and the preservers of Veda-Sanskrit
education and Indian Knowledge System of the state of Odisha, deserve commendation.

This day will be a very important day in Odisha for promoting higher studies in all

Shakhas of the Vedas, studies in Sanskrit and Indian Knowledge System as per

National Education Policy-2020. The initiatives taken by Shri Dharmendra
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Pradhan Ji,the Hon’ble Chairman of the Pratishthan will be remembered again and
again.Vedic education will be given a new direction by inclusion of modern
subjects. As per the plan and programme of the Hon’ble Education Minister and
Chairman of the Pratishthan, total five Rashtriya Adarsh Veda Vidyalayas - one
each in the Chardhams of the country and one in the North-Eastern State - 1) Puri
(Odisha), 2) Sringeri (Karnataka), 3) Dwarka (Gujarat), 4) Badrinath
(Uttarakhand), 5) Guwahati (Assam) - will be established.

The Rashtriya Adarsh Veda Vidyalaya at Puri is the first of the five new Rashtriya
Adarsha Veda Vidyalayas to be set up, which has been inaugurated on 4/10/2022
at Lord Shri Jagannath Dham, Puri in Odisha by Shri Dharmendra Pradhan Ji,
Hon’ble Union Education Minister, Government of India.

In this Vidyalaya, admission is given to students in Veda Bhushan IV (Class 9') ,
Veda Bhushan V (Class 10™), Veda Vibhushan I (Class 11™) and Veda Vibhushan
II (Class 12™). Seventy nine students were studying in the 2024-25 session. Shri
Jagannath Rashtriya Adarsh Veda Vidyalaya, Puri will organize skill development
programme, computer training, and temple management etc. for Veda students and
training on correct intonation of Vedas for those performing pujas in temples. The
Vedas are the foundation of the Indian Knowledge System.

In this Vidyalaya traditional Vedic education of four Vedas along with modern
subjects - Sanskrit, Yoga, Science, Mathematics, Vedic Mathematics, Social
Science, Computer, English language are being imparted by providing free
accommodation and food to the students. Engagement of teachers of modern
subjects is under process. Practice of Vedic agriculture is also being introduced.

Temporary cottage-sheds type accommodation are being constructed in the small
chunk of land.

THIRD PARTY EVALUATION OF RASHTRIYA ADARSH
VEDA VIDYALAYA, UJJAIN.

The second meeting of the third party/independent evaluation committee for
continuation of the Rashtriya Adarsh Veda Vidyalaya operating in the Pratishthan
campus, Ujjain was held on December 30 and 31, 2021 in physical presence/via
online medium at the Pratishthan campus, Ujjain. The first meeting of the
Evaluation Committee was held on 17 March 2021 in New Delhi through online
medium/ physical presence.

Based on the recommendation of the Third Party Evaluation Committee and
instructions received from the Ministry, approval of the Standing Finance
Committee Memorandum has been obtained for continuation of the Rashtriya
Adarsh Veda Vidyalaya being run in the Pratishthan premises for the next five
years from 2023 onwards.

ACTIVITIES OF THE VEDA RESEARCH CENTRE

The General Body of the Pratishthan, in its 24™ meeting held in New Delhi on 12
July, 2017, approved the setting up of Veda Research Centre in MSRVVP campus.
The Governing Council of the Pratishthan in its 38" meeting held in New Delhi on
24-5-2018 implemented the decision to set up Veda Research Centre in the campus
of Pratishthan.

In the 43" meeting of the Governing Council held in New Delhi on 20-7-2020, the
Hon’ble Education Minister and Chairman of the Pratishthan, suggested that
research work in the field of Veda and Sanskritshould be done at the Veda
Research Center in the Pratishthan’s campus by collaboration with scholars/

professors/ scientists of different fields.Hon’ble Education Minister had also
suggested that a directory of topics on which researches are being conducted at
international level may be prepared and initiatives may be taken to conduct
research in the fields of Vedas and World Peace, Vedic Intonation and its Impact
on the Human Brain, Vedas and Human Psychology, Vedas and Universal
Prosperity, Vedas and Sustainable Development, Vedas and Water Preservation,
Vedas Cosmos and Astrophysics, Vedic Mathematics, Geography, Yajna System,
Earth Science, Metallurgy, Life Science, Ayurveda and Yoga, Environmental
Science, Veda and Humanity, Ethics, Veda and Management, Health Management,
Astronomy,Geo-Hydrology, Zoology etc may be conducted.

The Sambhitas pertaining to nine branches of the Veda-s, which are taught by the
Pratishthan, are to be published. In this regard, the process of preparing the Veda
Sambhita for publication, including manuscript review and proof reading, is being
carried out in two to three stages with the assistance of senior Veda scholars. .

Activities of the Research Center are being organized in compliance with the
instructions given and the National Education Policy 2020. This continued in
2024-25 also.

ACTIVITIES OF VEDA TRAINING CENTRE

The Governing Council of the Pratishthan, in its 42" meeting, approved training of
the Vedapathis and the Veda students under the guidance of renowned
VedicVedapathis for improving the quality of Veda education in Oral Tradition.
For mainstreaming of the Veda students, the Pratishthan may prepare a modern
curriculum for subjects such as Social Science, Science etc, by the inclusion of
modern knowledge present in the Vedas and their commentaries. The Governing
Council also directed that adequate facilities may be provided to the Veda students
to enable them to understand the meaning of the Veda texts and are in a position to
spread the oral tradition of Vedic education.

The Veda training Centre of the Pratishthan is regularly conducting various
refresher courses, training programmes for skill development of Veda teachers as
well as Modern Subject teachers of the financially aided Veda Pathashalas and the
Guru-Shishya Pararampara (GSP) Scheme Units.

PREPARING TEXT BOOKS FOR THESTUDENTS OF VEDA
BHUSHAN AND VEDA VIBHUSHAN

(A) Examinations for Veda Bhushan and Veda Vibhushan

Every year Pratishthan conducts examinations for the students of Veda Bhushan 1%
to 3" std (Prathama/Eqvt. of 8" std), 4"& 5" std (Madhyama/Eqvt. of 10™std) and
for students of Veda Vibhushan 1%& 2™ year (Uttar Madhyam/ Eqvt. of 11 & 12
std). More than 7000 students appear in these examinations every year. A number
of Universities have recognized the courses and examinations of the Pratishthan for

admission into higher education. List of these Universities is given in Annexure-

(B) Preparation of Text books of various subjects for students

In terms of the decision of the 42" meeting of the Governing Council of the
Pratishthan, for mainstreaming of the Veda students,the Pratishthan may develop a
modern curriculum for subjects such as Social Science,Science etc, by the
inclusion of modern knowledge present in the Vedas and their commentaries.It was
also directed that proper system may be evolved to enable the traditional Veda
studentsto understand the meaning of the Veda shlokas, and practice and propagate
them. Hon’ble Education Minister and Chairman of the Pratishthan also directed
that the Veda students of the Pratishthan may be taught modern science along side
Veda and for that purpose textbooks and study material may be prepared.

In compliance of the directions of the Governing Council initiatives have been
taken to prepare the text books on Sanskrit, Mathematics, English, Science, Social
Science, Computer, Yoga etc. to enhance the quality of education of the students of
Veda Bhushan and Veda Vibhushan courses of the Pratishthan during the year
under report. In the light of the National Education Policy 2020, efforts are
currently underway to write and edit textbooks.

ADVANCED COURSES ON PADA, KRAMA, JATA, GHANA,
ETC. FOR VEDA VIBHUSHAN PASSED STUDENTS

As per the decision taken in the 42" Governing Council meeting of Maharshi
Sandipani Rashtriya Vedavidya Pratishthan, Ujjain, the Pratishthan was established
to preserve, promote and develop the oral tradition of Vedas and to conduct
courses for the preservation of Vedas pertaining to Pada, Krama, Jata, Ghana,
Brahman-Granth, Pratishakhya, Veda Bhashya, Vedang etc. adhering with the
Shruti tradition. The Governing Council deliberated upon this subject in detail and
stressed that conducting various courses on Pada, Krama, Jata, Ghana, Veda
teaching training etc. would help in achieving the objectives of the Pratishthan.

Keeping in view the objectives of the establishment of the Pratishthan and the
urgent need of these Pada, Krama, Jata, Ghana etc. courses for the preservation of
the Veda tradition, the Governing Council approved the proposal to conduct new
Veda courses in Pada, Krama, Jata, Ghana, Brahmana-Grantha, Pratishakhya, Veda
Bhashya, Vedang, Veda Teaching Training etc. at the Pratishthan’s Headquarters.

MAHARSHI SANDIPANI RASHTRIYA VEDA SANSKRIT
SHIKSHA BOARD

On 27-02-2019,the General Body and the Governing Council of the Pratishthan
have approved the setting up of Maharshi Sandipani Rashtriya Veda Sanskrit
Shiksha Board underRule 14 (iv)(f) of the Bye-Laws of the Maharshi Sandipani
Rashtriya Vedavidya Pratishthan, Ujjain, for the purpose of standardization,
examination, affiliation, recognition, certification,authentication,syllabus and oral
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tradition of Vedas, as well as strengthening of traditional Vedic or Sanskrit
education,Pathshala System,Oriental Studies upto Pre-degree/Sr. Secondary level
in the country.

Academic jurisdiction of this All India Board will be i) Veda Pathashlas with oral
tradition; ii) Guru-Shishya Parampara (GSP) Units of Veda ; iii) Pathashalas with
full-time Sanskrit studies with Veda as additional subject and other oriental studies
and modern subjects ; iv) Morning-Evening Veda/Sanskrit Pathashalas; v) Sanskrit
medium schools imparting Veda/Sanskrit education along with other oriental and
modern subjects; vi) Traditional oriental Vidyalayas teaching Veda/Sanskrit with
syllabus as per NEP 2020.Apart from these, Indian knowledge system/Indian
traditional fourteen academic streams such as Veda, Vedabhashya, Vedanga,
Puran, Dharmashatra and Philosophy etc. and their alignment with modern subjects
like Science, Mathematics, Social Science etc. up to the level of Pre-degree/Sr.
Secondary school education and all matters relating to the scheme of the Ministry
of Education to modernize the Veda/Sanskri Pathashalas will be looked after by
the Board.

The Maharshi Sandipani Rashtriya Veda Sanskrit Shiksha Board will start
functioning from the date the Govt of India notifies the setting up of the Board in
terms of Rule 14(iv) (f) of the Pratishthan. Headquarters of the Board will be
Maharshi Sandipani Rashtriya Vedavidya Pratishthan campus at Ujjain and the
Pratishthan will be the controlling authority of the Board under the orders of the
Govt. of India. As per provisions in the Bye-Laws of the Board, its activities can
be started by hiring manpower on contractual basis.

In the year 2024-25, the Maharshi Sandipani Rashtriya Veda Sanskrit Shiksha
Board has approved several provisions of the Bye-laws, Examination Rules,
Affiliation Rules, and Academic Bye-laws. Several other provisions are yet to be
finalised.

Establishment of Maharshi Sandipani Rashtriya Veda Sanskrit Shiksha
Board and Grant of Recognition by the Govt. of India as equivalent of 10"
and 12 Std. School Board Examination and Authority for Certification

Department of School Education & Literacy, Ministry of Education, Govt. of
India, Vide Notification F. No. 11-3/2016-Sch 3 dated 15th November, 2021
published in the Gazette of India Part I Section 1, empowered the Association of
Indian Universities (AIU) to grant equivalence to certificates awarded by various
Boards and Universities as equivalent to 10th & 12th Std Board level examination.

The Department of Higher Education has made effective consultation with the
Department of School Education & Literacy, NCERT, CBSE on the Bye-laws of
the MSRVSS Board, affiliation regulation, examination regulation, course
curriculum, and have obtained concurrence of all the above departments for
establishment of MSRVSS Board.
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The course curriculum and syllabus of MSRVSSBoard has been examined and
vetted by the NCERT.The affiliation bye-laws and the examination bye-laws have
been vetted by the CBSE.

Recognition by Association of Indian Universities (AIU)

The Association of Indian Universities vide its letter No. AIU/EV/ IN)2022/
MSRVSSB dated 3" August, 2022 has granted equivalence to Examinations/
Qualifications/Courses of MSRVSSB with 10%& 12"Board/Secondary and Sr.
Secondary level Examination/Qualification/Course of Central/State School Boards
of India for admission in higher education institutions/courses and also for
employment purposes.

All India Council for Technical Education, vide its circular No.
AICTE/P&AP/Misc/2022 dated 13-09-2022, have given recognition for setting up
of MSRVSSB and granted equivalence of Grade 10%& 12" Board Examination/
Qualification/Courses conducted by MSRVSSB, Ujjain, with Examination/
Qualification conducted by other Central/School Boards of India for the purpose of
admission in higher education institutions and also for employment in Central/State
Government.

In terms of Para 1 (f) of the approved Bye-laws of the Board, the MSRVSS Board
has been established by Ministry of Education Notification No.3-14/2018-Skt I,
dated 8-8-2022. Veda Bhushan Fifth Year is equivalent to Class 10" and Veda
Vibhushan Second Year is equivalent to Class 12 for the purpose of admission in
higher educational institutions and employment in Central/State Government.

Recognition by University Grants Commission (UGC)

The University Grants Commission vide its letter D.O. No. 14-2/2023 (CPPP-II)
(C-133004) dated 3 September 2024 has granted equivalence to Examinations/
Qualifications/Courses of MSRVSSB with 10" & 12" Board/Secondary and Sr.
Secondary level Examination/Qualification/Course of Central/State School Boards
of India for admission in higher education institutions/courses and also for
employment purposes.

The Rigveda Samhita Parayana Week was organized from October 3 to 9, 2024,
under the joint auspices of Maharshi Sandipani Rashtriya Vedavidya Pratishthan,
Ujjain, and Shri R. Guru Pranesh, Rigveda Ghanapathi, Chennai.

ORGANIZATION OF RESEARCH WORKSHOP

A seven-day Research Workshop was organized from March 21 to 27, 2025, in
Puri under the joint auspices of Maharshi Sandipani Rashtriya Vedavidya
Pratishthan, Ujjain, and the Postgraduate Department of Veda, Shri Jagannath
Sanskrit University, Puri. The workshop was conducted for research scholars
interested in conducting research in the fields of Veda, Sanskrit, and Ancient
History and Archaeology in various General, Sanskrit, and Vedic Universities
across the country.

LETTER OF INTENT (LOI) FOR RECOGNITION OF MAHARSHI
SANDIPANI RASHTRIYA VEDAVIDYA PRATISHTHAN AS
DEEMED TO BE UNIVERSITY

In the course of deliberation in the 45" meeting of the Governing Council of the

Pratishthan held on 02-01-2023, Hon'ble Minister of Education, Government of

India and Hon'ble Chairman of the Governing Council of the Pratishthan suggested

that MSRVVP may be upgraded as a Deemed to be University under the Distinct

Category by assimilating all the existing facilities of Veda Studies.The Ministry of

Education vide letter No. 9-6/2023-U.3 (A) dated 05-12-2023 directed the
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Pratishthan to submit online application on the UGC portal along with the requisite
processing fee in the name of Secretary, UGC for further action on the
matter.Approval of the Joint Secretary and Financial Advisor of the Ministry of
Education for uploading online application on UGC portal along with payment of
requisite fee was obtained vide Ministry of Education’s (IFD) letter No. 5-1/2019-
IFD dated 27-12-2023 and accordingly application was submitted.

After inspection by the UGC Expert Committee and its recommendation, Ministry
issued Letter of Intent (LOI).

As per point number 4(iii) of the Letter of Intent from the Ministry dated 22-02-
2024, for elevation of MSRVVP as Deemed to be University, educational
qualification, grades, experience and guidelines for Veda teachers are to be
prescribed for Vedic studies under oral tradition.

On careful consideration of the Proposal No. 6 (Reporting Item) and keeping in
mind the need for a special committee for its implementation, the 70" Finance
Committee constituted a Committee as per Point 4(iii) of the LOI, i.e.,-
“MSRVVP, Ujjain shall decide its own grades / norms / qualifications /experience
for teachers engaged for imparting oral tradition of Vedic studies or any other
related education under its purview”. The committee under the Chairmanship of
Hon'ble Vice Chairman of the Pratishthan gave its recommendations which was
placed before the 47" meeting of the Governing Council held on 13.02.2025, which
directed MSRVVP to constitute a high level committee to examine and finalize the
matter. Accordingly, with the approval of the Hon’ble Minister of Education and
Chairman of MSRVVP, a high level committee with eminent scholars and experts
has been constituted. The committee’s 1* meeting will be held shortly.

ASSESSMENT OF QUALITY IN VEDIC RECITATION AND
DISPLAY OF HAND-MOVEMENTS FOR INTONATION
THROUGH THE APPLICATION OF  ARTIFICIAL
INTELLIGENCE-MACHINE LEARNING

For achieving the objective of preservation, development and propagation of the
oral tradition of Vedic studies, Maharshi Sandipani Rashtriya Veda Vidya
Pratishthan has been providing financial assistancefor more than last thirty yearsto
the Veda Pathashalas and Guru-Shishya Prarampara (GSP) Units located in various
states in the country by way of honorarium to the teachers and stipend to the Veda
students. Simultaneously, for spreading the message of Vedic awareness, various
other programmes such as Veda Sammelans, Veda Seminars/ Workshops, Veda
Sandesh Yatra, Ved Gyan Saptah etc. are also organized by the Pratishthan. The
Pratishthanhas also been paying honorarium to the teachers for imparting
knowledge of science and technology,modern subjects along with imparting Vedic
knowledge to the students studying in Veda Pathashalas.

In compliance of Ministry’s letter dated 16-01-2023 a project was taken up for
Assessment of Quality in Vedic Recitation and Display of Hand-Movements for

intonation through the Application of Artificial Intelligence-Machine Learning. A
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model software was developed and presented before the officials in the Ministry on
21-01-2023. Thereafter, a detailed project proposal was submitted to the Ministry
for providing budgetary support. Approval of the Ministry of Education, Govt. of
India has been received for Rs. 7.50 crore for the project.

In the first phase the task of development of Software for the assessment of quality
in the Shuklayajurveda Madhyandina Shakha was taken up in the year 2023-24.
The Shuklayajurveda Madhyandina Shakha is complex when compared to other
Vedas. Apart from the recitation of Veda, the Swara-s are shown through different
hand gestures. The software developed by Pratishthan assesses the quality of
recitation and also recognizes the Swara-s showed through hand gesture. The live
audio and video are to be fed to the software to assess the quality of Veda
recitation. Subsequently, the software analyzes the audio to assess the quality of
the recitation and video to recognize the hand gestures. After analyzing both audio
and video the software gives an estimate of quality of both together in the range of
0-100. The software has been successfully completed and is being tested. In the
second phase i.e. year 2024-25 the Software development has been started to assess
the quality of Samaveda Kauthuma Shakha.

SCHEME FOR ALIGNMENT OF VEDIC COURSES RUN BY
THE PRATISHTHAN WITH NATIONAL CURRICULUM FOR
VOCATIONAL EDUCATION & TRAINING

In the 45" meeting of the Governing Council of the Pratishthan held on 02-01-
2023 under the Chairmanship of Hon’ble Education Minister and Chairman of the
Pratishthan, Hon’ble Chairman directed that for propagation of ancient knowledge
and culture contained in Indian ancient art and Vedas and for enhancement of
employability of the Veda students studying in Veda Pathshalas/Units financially
aided by the Pratishthan, it is highly essential for them to learn various temple
rituals, stotrapath , architecture, astrology etc and knowledge of other traditional
skills and our ancient culture along with Saswara Recitation of Vedas and their
correct pronunciation.

Keeping this purpose in mind the Hon’ble Chairman directed the Pratishthan to
conduct various training programmes on weekly and monthly basis on temple
management and rituals, astrology, stotrapath, architecture etc. for the Veda
students of the Pratishthan. Further, the Hon’ble Chairman also directed the
Pratishthan to submit a proposal through the Ministry of Education for alignment
of the Vedic courses of the Pratishthan with the skill development programmes of
the National Council for Vocational Education and Training.

In compliance of the above direction of the Hon’ble Chairman and the Governing
Council Pratishthan has submitted a proposal to National Council for Vocational
Education and Training through the Ministry vide its letter 17-02-2023. After the
approaval of this proposal, skill and training courses were started by the
Pratishthan.

The Pratishthan has been established to fulfil the following objectives:-

To preserve, conserve and develop the oral tradition of Vedas, for which the
Pratishthan will undertake various activities such as to provide financial assistance to
traditional Vedic institutions and scholars/Vedapathis, provide fellowships/
scholarship, undertake preparation of audio/video tapes, etc.

To foster the tradition of intonation and recitation through learned scholars and
Pandits.

To encourage and ensure involvement of dedicated students in higher research in the
field.

To provide research facilities to those students having background of Vedic
knowledge and to equip them with sufficient scientific and analytical outlook, so that
modern scientific thoughts contained in the Vedas, particularly disciplines of
mathematics, astronomy, meteorology, chemistry, hydraulics, etc. should be linked
with modern science and technology so that a rapport between them and modern
scholars could be established.

To establish Vedic Pathashala and research centres, takeover, manage or supervise
throughout the country to fulfil and maintain any objectives of the Pratishthan.

To revive and administer such of the endowments and trusts as are dysfunctional, or
aren’t run properly.

To pay special attention to those Shakhas which are extinct and for which human
repositories can be identified, and to prepare a detailed list of Pandits related to these
Shakhas.

To ascertain the present status of affairs of oral traditions in respect of Vedas,
particularly intonation and recitation peculiar to various regions, institutions and
maths in the country.

To collect information that whether original state of textual material, printed
manuscripts, texts, commentaries and interpretations, etc. of the various oral traditions
of Vedic Shakhas are available or unavailable.

To collect information about the present state of recordings, both audio and visual,
available in the country.

To undertake research, in the interest of advancement of scientific knowledge, in
Vedic texts and Vedic Literature from the earliest time of Vedic period up to the
present day including areas of science, agriculture, technology, philosophy, yoga,
education, poetics, grammar, linguistics and Vedic tradition and to provide for library,
research equipment, research facilities, supporting staff and other technical manpower;.

To undertake all such activities as may be necessary, incidental or conducive to the
attainment of all or any one of the objectives of the Pratishthan, in accordance with
the Memorandum of Association.
