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GOD PRAJAPATI: HIS GREATNESS AS
DEPICTED IN THE BRAHMANA LITERATURE

Dr. Jagadish Sarma

Prajapati is extolled as one of the prominent gods in the Vedic literature
as the creator and the sustainer of the universe, Yaska, in his Nirukta, has
given the etymological meaning of the term Prajapati as- prajapatih
prajanam pata va palayita va' i.e. Prajapati is the protector of the mankind.
Here the root pa or pal (to protect) is added to the nominal stem
(Pratipadika) Praja to form the word Prajapati. The Gopatha Brahmana
also explains the term Prajapati as- "tadyadabravit prajapatih prajah srstva
palayasvetitasmatprajapatirabhavattatprajapte hprajapativam".* Here also, it
is stated that Prajapati is the creator and supporter or protector of this
universe.

Prajapati, which had slowly appeared on the horizon of the Rgvedic
patheon towards the end of the Revedic period, was very soon firmly
established in the minds of the Vedic Aryans. Prajapati is recognized as the
distinct god mainly in the Brahmana literature. The Brahmana period was
the golden age of the institution of sacrifice and Prajapati played a very
prominent role in the foundation and development of this institution. In the
later literature in his capacity, Prajapati bears the name Brahma.* God
Prajapati, whose position Brahma usrups in the post-vedic period is highly
acclaimed as a supreme God. In a hymn of the Rgveda, Prajapati is invoked
as the creator of the heaven and the earth, of the waters and of all that lives.
Prajapati was born as the one lord of all that is, the one king of all that
breaths and moves. He is the one God above the Gods. In this hymn,
Rgveda®, the deity is directly named as Hiranyagarbha, yet, the hymn ends
with a prayer to Prajapati. It states, “O Prajapati, no one except thyself did

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encompass all these created things. With whatever desire we sacrifice to thee,
let that be ours. May we be lords of treasures?'

Prajapati is invoked in the Vajasaneyi-Samhita as the god before whom
nothing was born and he pervaded all the worlds.” The greatness of Prajapati
is also noted in the Taittiriya-Samhita, where it is stated that Prajapati is
ultimate.®> Prajapati is said to have formed thirty-three worlds and he in
identified with the prana, i.e. life principle in the Atharvaveda.*

The Aitaraeya Brahmana describes him as Visvakarmd, the ‘all —
creating’ god.’ In the Taittiriya Brahmana, it is stated that Prajapati assumed
the form of a Boar, who lifted up the earth which remained plunged in the
watre.® In the Satapatha-Brahmand’, it is stated that Prajdpati created the
living beings assuming the form of a tortoise. This perhaps is the precursor of
Visnuw’s Kurmavatara described quite often in the Puranas.

In the Asvatdyana Griya-Sutra, Prajapati is identified with Brahma.®
Prajapati is the precursor of Brahma of the Epic and the Puranic periods.
Later in the Purnanas, Brahma is seen to perform exactly the same deeds an
arbitrator, i.e. Prajapati. In the Brahamanas, there are several traits which
are further developed and which form the main characteristic features of
Brahma of the Epic and the Puranic period.

In the present paper, an attempt has been made to trace in brief, the
greatness of Prajapati as depicted in the Brahmana literature.

PRAJAPATI AS THE CREATOR:
Prajapati, the lord of creatures, plays a very important role as the creator

of this universe in the Brahmana literature. The creation and protection of
this world as well as the yonder world is the primary function of Prajapati.

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The Brahamanas abound in a number of such references describing these
two activities of Prajapati which are dealt with in connection with the
various sacrifical rites. The Satapatha Brahmana reiterates the creation of the
universe and it has described Prajapati as the profoundest of all creatures-
‘bhutanam patil’.'About the creation of the univerce, the Satapatha
Brahmana states- In the beginning of this creation, there existed nothing but
a sea of water (salila) on which floated a golden egg (hiranmayamandam);
within a year, this Prajapati was produced thereform, Prajapati broke open
this golden egg. At the end of the year, he tried to speak and spoke, bhuh,
bhuvah and svah, which became this earth, are and sky respectively.?

GOD PRAJAPATI: HIS GREATNESS AS DEPICTED IN THE
BRAHMANA LITERATURE

In another context of the Satapatha Brahmana, it is stated that, in the
beginning, Prajapati alone was there. He described to exit and to generate. He
wearied himself and performed fervid devotions (srama and tapas); from
him, thus, wearied and having been made hot, were created the earth (prthivi)
the air (antarisksa) and the sky (dyau). He heated these three worlds, and
from them three lights (jyotis) were produced-Agni (the fire), Vayu (air) and
Sirya (the sun). From the three lights were produced the three Vedas- the
Rgveda from Agni, the Yajurveda from Vayu and Samveda from Siirya. He
then heated these three Vedas and from them three luminous essences (sukra)
were produced-bhuh from the Rgveda, bhuvah from Yajurveda and svah from
the Samveda.’

The Taittiriya Bhahmana also narrates that, before the creation of this
world there was water everywhere. While desiring to create the universe out
of the vast sheath of water, Prajapati noticed a lotus leaf therein. He thought
that the lotus stalk was supporting the leaf. So, he assumed the form of a boar
and took a plunge in the water. Reaching the earth below the water he dug the
wet mud by his horn and spread it on the lotus leaf. That became the earth.
Since he spread it (aprathayat), so, the earth got the name prthivi. Being
contended he desired the creation of the mobile and the immobile. Thus, the
world got the name bhumi (abhut-iti). The wind below everywhere only at

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the wish of Prajapati to make the wet earth dry.! Another version of this
legend also occurs at the Taittiriya Bhahmana.?

In the Tandya MahaBhahmana, Prajapati is stated to have created the
world with the help of Atiratra, while the year, seasons, months and
fortnights came into being through various stomas created by him.*> Some
passages of the Aitareya Bhahmana also discuss about the creation and
depict Prajapati as the creator of the universe. In the Aitareya Bhahmana, it
is stated that in the beginning of the universe, Prajapati was alone there. He
desired to generate and therefore he performed “tapas” and from him all the
creatures were produced.*

The Satapatha Brahmana clearly states that the word Prajdpati means
"S or "prajanayita sa prajapatih"®
and Prajapati is the Progenitor (Prajaneytr).” He is the begetter of this earth
(prajapatirvai prathivyai janitd).® Thus, the eminence of Prajdpati as the
creator of the universe had developed to an enormous extent in the

the productiveness- "prajananam prajapati

Brahamanas.
PRAJAPATI AS THE SUPPORTER AND PRESERVER:

Prajapati is often described as the supporter and the preserver of this
universe. He is called dhatrin the Satapatha Brahmana.® He is praised as the
father of all human beings'® and also the father of the gods as well as the
Asuras.'!

The Tandya Maha Bhahmana narrates that the creatures created by
Prajapati began to quarrel the strong destroyed the weak so he grieved. He

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then saw and performed 'Ekonapaiicdsat ratra satra’ and thus settles them.!
The Taittiriya Brahmana also describes that once the offspring of Prajapati
ate the barley of Varuna. Varuna grasped them with his noses Prajapati,
their father saw the rite Varuna-Praghdasas*When Prajapati scarified with it,
Varuna was delighted and freed them from his nooses and from all evil. The
Taittiriya Brahmana also contains other references describing Prajapati as
the protector of the beings created by him. He saved the creatures that were
being destroyed by the Maruts by offering them an oblation in seven
potsherds.’ Thus, Prajapati is depicted as the saviour of the beings created by
him.

The Satapatha Brahmana adequately reveals the character of Prajapati
as the sustainer of the creation. In a passage of Satapatha Brahmana, it is
stated that Prajapatis creative act was selfless, because when the gods took
resort to him, he did not say what would there from accrue to him, as father
never says to sons, but sons only do to the fathers.* Thus, he is found to
exercise fatherly interest in maintaining his creation. It is also said that
Prajapati created yajiias for gods, because, yajiias were the main food of
gods. On the other hand, he produced Anna (food) for other living beings
also.”

PRAJAPATI AS THE ANNIHILATOR:

Throughout the Brahmanas one important aspect of Prajdapati is that he
is identified with the life principle.®As the life principle, he is associated with
fertility and procreation and his sole enemy is death. As he fights death he
becomes the champion of all creatures, but chiefly of man. The rite through
which he succeeds thus becomes a guarantee of longevity; Prajapati himself
is called amrta, immorality (prajapative amrta)’. He is also called anta (anta
vai prajapati)®, i.e. death. In a passage of the Satapatha Brahmana, Prajapati

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is praised as the destructor of the living beings.! He is depicted as the god in
whom the creation is concealed and in whom it ends.?

Thus, Prajapati is extolled in the Brahmanas as the annihilator of the
universe also.

PRAJAPATI AND THE SACRIFICE:

It is sated in the Satapatha Brahmana that god Prajapati created the
sacrifice (prajapatiryajiiamasrjata).’ The Aitareya Brahmana states that with
the sacrifice Prajapati created the gods and the gods having sacrificed with it
obtained all desires.* Prajapati is intimately connected with several
sacrificial rites. He is often identified with the sacrifice in the various
contexts of the Satapatha Brahmana® and the Taittiriya Brahmana.
According to the Tandya Mahda Brahmana, Prajapati is as large as the
sacrifice in its extent.” Prajapati is termed Daksa, because he performed the
sacrifice for the first time and it is called the Daksayana Yajiia. Some,
however, call it the Vasistha Yajiia for he (Prajapati) is indeed Vasistha (the
best).’

J. Eggeiling, in his work on the Satapatha Brahmana, observes that, the
creation of the visible and invisible universe is represented as originating
form an "all offered" sacrifice (Yajiia) in which the Purusa himself forms the
offering material (havis). Prajapati, who here take place of the Purusa, the
world man, or all-embracing personality, is offered up anew in every
sacrifice; and in as much as the very dismemberment of the lord of creatures,
which took place at that archetyped sacrifice, was in itself the creation of the
universe, so, every sacrifice is also a repetition of that first creative act.’

The Rdajasiiya, the Vdjapeya, the Asvamedha, the Darsapaurnamdsa
sacrifice etc., are created by Prajapati. In the Aitareya Brahmana and the

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Satapatha Brahmana.' In he is stated as the seventeen fold, because, the
months are twelve and the seasons five. He is also identified with the year
(samvatsarah prajapati)*and time.>As Prajapati employed the sacrificial rites
for several purposes, so, by the Asvamedha, the Agnihotra etc, the gods also
used to please him.*

According to the Satapatha Brahmana, Prajapati crated the Asvamedha
sacrifice and he is identified with this sacrifice.”> Even the horse of the
Asvamedha sacrifice is related to god Prajapati (prajapatyosvah).® He who
performs Asvamedha sacrifice therefore, becomes Prajapati and conquers the
world. The importance of Daksina is eulogied in the Taittiriya Brahmana.’
Here, it is stated that Prajapati produced gold and threw it in the
Vaisvanardgni to remove all the obstacles of the sacrificer.

Prajapati is depicted as widely associated with the sacrifical institutions
in the Brahmanas. All pervading aspect of Prajapati’s thus, reveled through
his relationship to every institution of the sacrifice.

PRAJAPATI’S RELATIONSHIP WITH OTHER GODS:

Many myths describe Prajapati as the creator of gods.® The Satapatha
Brahmana describes Prajapati as the father of gods® and he is also identified
with gods and men.'’It also declares that Prajapati is the immortal one and
gods are his own sons.!' Gods being Prajapati’s children go to the heavenly
world and become immortal.'?

In the Tandya Maha Bhahmana, the creation of different gods, seasons,
metres and stomas from different parts of Prajapati is described. The holy

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nature of udumbara is established by the stating that it was produced from
the urjas or strength which Prajapati distributed among the gods.! Prajapati
is described as the consort of goddess Usa.” In the Brahmanas, Prajapati is
identified with Moon®, Visvakarman®, Vayw’, Savitr®, Suparna-garutman’ etc.

Among the divine beings Agni was first created by Prajapati. He
generated Agni from his mouth. As Prajapati created Agni, he is Agni’s
father and as Agni restored him by giving up his own body (the fire alter) to
build up a new dismembered god, he is his father.?

Prajapati association with Indra is also discussed in the Brahmanas.
According to the Satapatha Brahmana, Prajapati acted as an arbitrator
between Indra and Vayu in order to settle their dispute.” The Tandya Maha
Bhdahmana, describes that when Indra was over powered by the magic
charms of the demons Prajapati gave him the Vighna sacrifice with which all
the enemies were killed by him.'°

Thus, Prajapati’s intimate relationship with the other gods is discussed
in the passages of the Brahmanas.

CONCLUSION:

It is observed that Prajapati plays a magnificent role in the whole range
of the Brahmana literature. He is described as the creator, preserver and
annihilator of this universe. He is stated as the architect of all mobile and the
immobile creation. Even the gods and the demons are his progeny. He is the
central figure round which all the sacrificial imagery is seen to be developed
during the Brahmana period.

All the objects of the universe are stated to be diverse manifestations of
god Prajapati who was without a second before the creation. This one

supreme principle is termed Brahman in the Upanisads. This Brahman
became many afterwards, when he resolved that he should manifest.
(tadaiksata bahusyam prajayeya)."

In the Satapatha Brahmana, Prajapati is described with the epithets of
Supreme Brahman’Brahma vai prajapatircahmo hi prajapatistasmat
prajapatya bhavanti). Prajapati is the whole Brahman (sarvamubrahma
prajapatih).® Prajapati is the Nirguna Brahman, the unmanifest reality, one
without the second, the manifesting into varity of nama-rupa* by way of his
power. This is the beginning of the Upanisadic theory of the world consisting
of names and forms (namarupatmakam jagat).

Thus, Prajapati is highly acclaimed as one of the prominent gods in the
Brahmana literature. It can be concluded therefore, that Prajapati of the
Brahmana period has paved the way for Brahman of the Upanisads and
Brahma of the Epic and the Puranic literature.

God Prajapati : His Greatness as Depicted in the Brahmana Literature

INTERPRETATION OF VEDIC WORDS IN THE COMMENTARIES
OF MAHARSI DAYANANDA SARASWATT & TOWARDS THE
MODERNITY OF SANSKRIT STUDIES

INTRODUCTION :

Maharsi Dayananda was such a Vedic commentator whose style of
interpreting the Vedic texts has been increasinglly acclaimed by the scholars,
both native and foreigners alike. His vision of interpreting the Vedic texts is
through traditional, it is modern. It is time now to explain the vedas in the
light of today's modern world. Various theories, conclusions, facts and
considerations of different lores of knowledge are now being interpreted
through the medium of Vedic Interpreted text and all these visions are found
quite profusely, in the commentaries of a Maharsi Dayananda.

Maharsi Dayananda flourished on 12" February, 1824 in the Jankara
village of Gujarat and he left for heavenly abode on 30" October, 1883 in
Rajasthan. His parents were Karsanji Dalji Tiwari and Amrita Bai.
Dayanandji had to face many adversities in life as the condition of Ine was
jeopardized with worries and conflicts he was attempted to be murdered 18
times, but nothing could stop his mission and the continued to explore the
world of knowledge along with other social activities. He authored 33 books
out of which seven are based on the vedas and the Vedic culture.

STYLE OF MAHARSI DAYANANDA'S INTERPRETATION OF
VEDIC TEXT.

Maharsi Dayananda did not confine his style only in one, two or three
methods. According to him four types of subject matter are dealt with in the
vedas. These are - Vijnan, Karma, Upasana and Jhana. He has explained the
mantras in accordance with the most applicable meanings. In doing this he
has adopted various methods such as Adhayatmika, Adhidaivika,
Adhibhautika, Yajiika or any other method by which a logical interpretation
can be rendered.

Another fact that comes under consideration isthat Dayananda has not
followed the medieval tradition of Vedic interpretation. His method is
associated with the Brahmanas, Nighantu and Nirukta. It is also true that he
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has not followed: blindly. He accepted only those views that are acceptable
though logic argumentation and consideration.

NATURE OF MAHARSI DAYANANDA'S METHOD OF
INTERPRETATION.

Before Maharsi Dayananda there were many commentators who
interpreted the Vedic texts in their own way. Those commentators are of
course the works of great wisdom.Amongst all sayana was considered to be
the most authentic one. Sayana clearly considered the vedas to
bekriyakandaparaka.

Sarve vedah Kriyakandatatparah santi. Therefore, the interpretation
given by sayana and his followers is based on the performance of the
sacrificial rituals. One example will clarify this point. A mantra occurs in the
Rgveda as -

Gaurirmimaya salilani taksatyekapadi dvipadi sa catuspadi.
astapadT navapadi babhiibusi sahasraksara parame vyomana. |’

Acarya Sayana gives the meaning of Gauri as - Garanasila Madhyamika
vaka, Again, Ekapadi = having At Ekapdda in the form of Vayu / Dvipadi =
whose abodes are two i.e.clouds (Megha) and space, antariksa. Catuspadi =
having four feet in the form of four directions, A stapadi = who is present in
dis'a all the eight directions in the form of dis’a and Vidis,a, Navapadi= who
is present a in Urdha, besides these & directions mentioned above.” In this
way, according to Sayana, Gouri is only the power of lightening whose utility
remains only in pouring rain. It can also have some other utilities for the
human society - this kind of interpretation is not found in Sayana's
commentary. On the contrary, Maharsi Dayananda has given a modern
outlook which is quite unique. He gives the meanings of these words as-
Ekapadr = She whoever studies one Veda. Dvipadi=she whoever studies two
vedas. Catuspadi = she whoever studies four vedas. Astapadi = she who is
endowed with the knowledge of the four vedas and Navapadi = she who is
endowed with the knowledge of the four vedas, four upvedas and the
knowledge of Vyakarana, Siksa etc.

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Thus he gives the meaning of this mantra as - Gauri is the name of the
power of that woman who may study one Veda (Ekapadi), two vedas
(Dvipadr), Catuspadi i.e four Vedas, Upaveda, Vyakarana etc., who is quite
conversant in the cores of learning (Babhiivust) having knowledge of infinite
letters and numbers and make other women free from all faults just like water
cleans every dirty particle.' In this way we can see that Maharsi Dayananda's
thought is positive and novel.

Maharsi Dayananda has never supported any kind of violence towards
the animals, the interpretes the sacrifice asvamedha in a positive and different

way.’

His explanation of the word Veda is quite different from those of the
ancentors. He defines veda as —

“Vid jhane, Vid sattdyam , vid ftabhe, vid vicarane , elebhyo halas'ca etc.
sutrena Karanadhikaranaka raka yorghan pratyaye kyte vedas'abdah
sadhyate. vidante jananti, vidante bhavante, vidante vidante labrante, vidante
vicarayanti sarve manusyah sarvah Satyavidyayairyes'ce va talha
vidvamsas'ea bhavantite te vedah.?

The definition of Veda given by Sayana is - Istapraptiyanistapariharaya-
alaukikamupayam yo gratho vedayati sa vedah*, though there are not many
differences between the two definitions the differences in the visions can be
noticed, Maharsi Dayananda gives strength on valid knowledge while Sayana
gives strength on the achievement of the desired objects and rejection of the
undesired ones; in this way Dayananda considers the Vedas to be the basis of
all hapiness.

Maharsi Dayananda has also given a different chronological order of the
vedas. He places Yajurveda after Rgveda while generally Samaveda is placed
in the second position.Rgveda, Yajurveda, Samaveda and Atharvaveda this is
how Dayananda has placed the vedas chronologically despite of the fact that
there is the need of proper study regarding the consideration of this order.

Maharsi Dayananda gives stress on the importance of the Svaras in order
to take out the appropriate meanings of the Vedic mantras. Along with this

one should study other related branches of studies like grammar, metres etc,
Dayananda says.'

Another peculiar aspect of Dayananda's method of commenting is that
while giving the meanings of the Vedic words he incorporates grammatical
interpretations of the necessary words. Line Yaska, Dayananda also ascribes
three types of meanings to the Vedic mantras: Pratyaksakrta, paroksakrta and
adhyatmika.

What Makes Maharsi Dayananda Different From Other Commentators

In the above paragraphs the some of thepeculiarities of Dayandanda have
been mentioned. To speak in clarity, Maharsi Dayananda is different not only
from the time factor but also from his views towards the Vedic mantras
which are distinct from the traditional ways other than Yaska. Sayana along
with his predecessors kept the perametre of the mantras limited within
sacrificial rites and performances. To say in other words, the words mantra
and yajila were almost similar to them. But Maharsi Dayananda having
identified the reality of his time choses such a way in the field of Vedic
studies that panes the overall welfare of the whole universe. We can always
find the practical utility of the mantras in the commentaries of Dayananda.
For instance in the explanation of the first mantra of the Rgveda Dayananda
says — tatradye mantre grisa -bdene Svarenatmabhauti kavartha
vupadisyete.? Thus he considers two forms of Agni —!. He considers Agni to
be the form of svara and>. He considers the bhautika Agni which is utilised
in various ways in the practical world. In the Sayana bhasya, otherwise, the
first mantra is said to be utilised only in the sacrifices.?

This has been Maharsi Dayananda's visionary consideration that the
vedas are the basis of all true knowledge. Therefore, he adds or explains the
mantras showing the cores of knowledge associated with them. Cosmology,
Mathematics, Arithmetic, Astrology, Ayurveda etc have got due explanations
in the commentaries of Dayananda.

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Another striking contribution of Maharsi Dayananda is that he is such a
commentator, probably the only one who righty considess women to be
capable to study and teach the vedas. In the following mantra he recognises
woman to be expert in vedic studies - aryamanam varunam somamasvind
sarasvati nah subhaga mayaskaran', In explaining the word sarasvate
Dayananda says - vidyasu iksayd yakta vagiva vidusi...."? In this way, in other
mantras also he speaks about the greatness of women, wherever applicable.
He says that every mother should be vedavid i.e. she should know the Vedas
well, otherwise her children will also be ignorant about knowledge.

In the commentaries of Maharsi Dayananda many other social aspect are
also found. Duties of the kings, subjects, varnasrama etc have got due place
and consideration in Dayananda's commentary.

Maharsi Dayananda's Bhasya is authenticated - it is his self declaration.
In the end part of every chapter he has quoted the following line: Iti
paramahamsaparivrajaka- caryanam virajanandasarasvatisvaminam S$isyena
paramaharhsaparibrajakacaryena  Srimad-Dayanananda — Sarasvatisvamina
viracite samiskretaryabhasanam samanvite supramana yukate Rgvedabhasye
dvitiyastake dvittyodhyayah samaptimagamat.

No other commentator is found to declare in this way.This is also a new
thing found in the commentaries of Maharsi Dayananda.

CONCLUSION

From the discussion we can come to the conclusion that Maharsi
Dayananda was a great Vedic commentator who having entirely viewed the
culture of India has established a fact and the fact is that Vedas are the one
and the only one solution of all the problems, adversities that may occur in
different stages of human life. Nothing can be better and clearer way to
rediscover Indian culture than this.While explaining the vedas he never
bothered about what his predecessors had established. He commented or
visualised the in that way where the problems could be solved because vedas
are universal. It depends on us regarding what we are to extract from and
what we need. There is a section of scholars who criticises the way of
Maharsi Dayananda's interpretations. Maharsi Dayananda's commentary is
hard to understand.
